~ What are obscured areas?

The vendor is basically saying that because of shadowing or tree canopy
coverage, there may be lesser confidence level in such areas

How does DDOT work with the Planimetric Centerlines to update their
datasets?

Centerlines are tagged as updated, new, removed, etc. Centerlines are
then delivered to DDOT and they apply the changes/edits to their Street
Spatial Database. There are currently ~400-600 segment changes this
